Learn to Sail I - for Girls and Boys age 10 or older who want to learn the basics of sailing. 

Some of the skills Campers learn are leaving and returning to a launch area or dock, tacking 

and gybing, stopping and starting, important knots, capsize recovery and right of way rules. 

Those who successfully complete the Learn to Sail I camp will earn Sailing Certificates that 

entitle them to sail a Lansing Sailing Club Sunfish sailboat by themselves in light wind or 

"gentle breeze" conditions (up to approximately 12 mph with no whitecaps).
